We want to continue to think about man's "commonality” today and how
that should affect us if we just stop and think about it.

Well, most of the people of this world in some form or another believe in a
supreme being -- the problem is getting us all back on the same page that
man was on prior to the tower of Babel.

There are at least two very good and solid reasons why that is not going
to happen and cannot happen. And, this is due to the intervention of two
beings who are involved in the war for our souls.

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We need to take a few minutes and give some thought as to what each of
these "beings" have done to affect the fact that we cannot go back to the
"commonality" of the time period of the end of the flood to the tower of
Babel.

Welcome to the club for it does take some getting used to yet this
is important to establishing some points of "commonality" that men in all
the nations of the world have today.

Yes, it is the descendants of Abraham who one day stand at Mt. Sinai and
are given a brand new covenant between themselves and God. It is a big
step forward in God's plan for redeeming all mankind.

Deu 5:3 The LORD made not this covenant with our fathers, but with us,
even us, who are all of us here alive this day.

Deu 5:4 The LORD talked with you face to face in the mount out of the
midst of the fire,

This means that every single living human being up to Mt. Sinai were
under the Gentile covenant that God gave to Noah after the flood to all
men.
